1) Assess weather forecast before undertaking task.  Adequate clothing and provisions to deal with unexpected change in weather conditions.  Take enough fluids (hot/cold depending on weather conditions).
2) Maintain awareness of animals at all times; if you are uncomfortable or unsure about animal behaviour abort the task.  Volunteers should not bring their own dogs whilst undertaking tasks.  Report any dangerous animals to the Conservation team.  
3) Faced with aggressive behaviour, adhere to the guidance on dealing with aggression provided in the Personal Safety Information Card.  Report this to the Conservation team.
4) Wear appropriate footwear for ground conditions to minimise the risk of slips.  Always wear clothes that are suitable to the tasks at hand.  Consider the impact that weather may have on the terrain.  Consider the location and be realistic in terms of the ground conditions, the gradient and distance to be covered.  
5) If there are any instances where road walking is required, always adhere to the Highway Code.  
6) Always be aware of your surroundings, wear appropriate footwear when dealing with wet terrain and do not get close to water bodies such as ponds and rivers, unless it is necessary to do so. 
7) It is the volunteer’s responsibility to inform the Conservation team whether they intend to undertake any lone working.  Adhere to lone working procedure i.e. Buddy System.  Take appropriate provisions and equipment.  Volunteers to have mobile phones with them at all times (not provided by CCC).
8) Volunteers to make CCC aware of any pre-existing medical conditions that may be of relevance.  Volunteers to only undertake tasks which are within their capability.  
CCC will endeavour to make volunteers aware of any known risks; however it is unrealistic to identify all risks in advance or for that matter to mitigate completely those risks that have been identified.  If you become aware of potential risks that were previously unknown or not identified cease the task immediately and inform the Council officer.  Whilst undertaking any works volunteers will take responsibility for their own personal safety and well-being as well as those of their co-workers and of the public. 
In the case of emergencies call 999.
Keep a copy of Volunteer Information Pack which includes Risk Assessments, Volunteer Buddy System etc., with you at all times.
